First Communion Information Form is due by the end of September to the 

Coordinator of Religious Education at the rectory.  The form can be mailed or 

brought to the rectory, or can be given to the school or PSR teachers to the 

attention of the CRE.  If any PSR student has been baptized at a parish other than 

St. Al’s, their baptismal certificate or a copy of such must accompany the First 

Communion Form.  If you can not find your child’s baptismal certificate, call the 

parish of baptism and have them send the certificate to the CRE at St. Aloysius 

Gonzaga Parish.  A copy will be made and the original sent back to you.  St. Al’s 

students’ baptismal record will be checked through school records.
